General Situation

A west- to northwesterly airflow has become established across the British Isles
associated with a ridge of high pressure. As this ridge moves away to the
east, an Atlantic weather system will replace it through tomorrow, bringing
strengthening winds, gales develoing in many northwestern areas for a time.

Cape Wrath to Rattray Head including Orkney - (SWW)
