An active complex frontal zone is 
expected to move northwards into 
southeast England this evening bringing 
the threat of some heavy rain along with 
thunderstorms and possibly gusty winds.

Whilst some 
spots could get 20 mm in less than an 
hour and over 30 mm in 2 or 3 hours, 
other places could well miss the worst.

Outbreaks of heavy and locally thundery rain are expected to move northwards across 
southeast England later today, perhaps accompanied by gusty winds.
