Weather: A cloudy start with a little light rain, with snow above 500m. Then dry by mid morning with increasing sunny 
spells in the afternoon. A clear cold evening with frost at all levels. 
 
Maximum wind: East or northeast 20 gusts 30mph. 
 
Chance of cloud free mountain/hill tops above 800m: 30% at first rising 80% by afternoon. 
 
Visibility: Moderate at first with some slight haze and some reductions in light rain and snow. Then very good from mid 
morning in the clean cold arctic airmass away from any residual lower cloud. Cloud bases 500-800m at first then 
becoming broken and lifting above summits from mid morning. 
  
Temperature: Glens: Plus 4 Celsius falling to Minus 2 in the evening.
