Weather: Low confidence for detail. Another cloudy day with rain at times, this turning somewhat more persistent from
late afternoon onwards.

Maximum wind: Southerly 20 mph
Chance of cloud free mountain/hill tops above 800m: 20%

Visibility: Low cloud is expected to be widespread down to 500 to 700 metres, but some breaks in the cloud possible
across Upper Deeside. Otherwise rather poor visibility throughout the day.
