General Situation
A ridge of high pressure will build over the United Kingdom inshore waters, 
although weak frontal bands will continue to bring more cloud and some showers 
over northern parts, mainly over northwest Scotland.

Cape Wrath to Rattray Head including Orkney - (SWW)

West 3 or 4, increasing 5 or 6.
Smooth or slight, occasionally moderate later in northwest.
Showers, thundery at first near Rattray Head, fog patches at first.
Moderate or good, occasionally very poor at first.

Slight.
Mist and fog patches at times overnight and in the morning.
Moderate to good, locally poor to very poor in mist or fog.

Northwest to north 2 to 4,  veering northeast to east overnight.
Slight, with a low swell in the west of the area.
Risk of some mist or fog patches at times.
Good, perhaps moderate to very poor in any mist or fog.
