Weather: Dry but cloudy through the early hours and much of the morning, but increasingly windy. Heavy persistent rain 
spreads in from the southwest by midday or early afternoon with gales developing across the tops in the afternoon. Rain 
and strong winds continuing through the evening. 
 
Maximum wind: Southwest 20 gusting 30 mph. Becoming Southerly 30 gusting 45 mph by midday, 35-40 gusting 55 
mph late afternoon. 
 
Chance of cloud-free hill tops above 700m: 60% in the morning. Nil in the afternoon. 
 
Low cloud and visibility: Cloud bases around 500-600m rising above the summits by mid to late morning. Cloud 
lowering to 300m or less in the afternoon.
