General Situation
A large area of high pressure will remain slow moving close to southern England 
with mild and moist southwesterly airflow affecting the United Kingdom.   A 
weakening cold front will move southeast across northern then central areas over
the weekend.

Cape Wrath to Rattray Head including Orkney - (SWW)
24 hour forecast:
Southerly or southwesterly 5 to 7, occasionally gale 8 in far north at first, 
decreasing 4 or 5, occasionally 6 later.
Moderate or rough north and west of Orkney, otherwise slight or moderate.
Occasional drizzle in north at first otherwise mainly fair.
Moderate or good, occasionally poor.

Occasional drizzle.
