General Situation
As vigorous cyclonic activity continues between newfoundland and Denmark Strait,
a large area of high pressure will settle over the near Continent and remain 
slow moving for a few days.   An Atlantic cold front will then make slow 
progress eastwards across the United Kingdom on Tuesday.

Cape Wrath to Rattray Head including Orkney - (SWW)

Isle of Man - (SWW)

The Minch - (SWW)

Slight or moderate, but mainly rough in far north and far south.
Occasional rain or drizzle.
Moderate or good, occasionally poor later.

Slight in shelter otherwise moderate or rough.
Rain or drizzle, showers later.

General Situation

Moderate or rough.
Occasional rain.
