General Situation
The area of low pressure to the northwest of the United Kingdom will continue to
fill and drift towards Iceland.   A new and developing low will move quickly 
northeastwards across the Atlantic to be over Scotland by midday Sunday, its 
associated frontal system sweeping eastwards across all areas by dawn Monday.

Cape Wrath to Rattray Head including Orkney - (SWW)
24 hour forecast:
South 4 or 5, occasionally 6.
Slight or moderate, occasionally rough in far northwest.
Showers later.
Good.

Outlook for the following 24 hours:
South 4 or 5 backing southeast 7 to severe gale 9, becoming cyclonic then west, 
later.
Moderate or rough, but slight or moderate at first south of Orkney.
Rain then showers.
Good, becoming moderate or poor for a time.

Rattray Head to Berwick upon Tweed

South or southwest 4 or 5.
Slight or moderate.
Mainly fair.
Good.

South or southeast 4 or 5 increasing 7 to severe gale 9, veering west or 
southwest later.

Shetland Isles

General Situation
Deep low south of Iceland will drift north into Iceland by Sunday, while a new 
low will be west of Ireland at same time. This new low expected to deepen and 
track northeast over northern Scotland on Sunday later reaching Shetland.

Southeast, veering south or southwest, 4 or 5, occasionally 6 in west.
Moderate increasing rough in the west.
Occasional rain at first in the west otherwise fair.
Good.

Outlook for 12 Hours from 1200 UTC on Saturday 03 Jul until 0000 UTC on Sunday 
04 Jul:
South or southwest 4 or 5, decreasing 3 or 4 later in the southeast.
Moderate, but rough in west and north.
Fair then showers.
Mainly good.

Channel Islands

Slight.
